MR, YIP’S BRAVERY HAS BEEN RECOGNISED FOLLOWING A ROBBERY
INCIDENT THAT OCCURRED IN A CHEUNG SHA WAN GOLDSMITH'S SHOP ON
JUNE 22, 1976 DURING WHICH HE WAS SHOT IN THE ABDOMEN,

AT ABOUT 4,40 P.M., ON THAT DAY, THREE MEN ENTERED THE
GOLDSMITH'S SHOP, ONE, ARMED WITH A REVOLVER, GRABBED AN EMPLOYEE
WHILE THE OTHERS BEGAN SMASHING THE GLASS DISPLAY COUNTERS WITH

HAMMERS,

MR. YIP, WHO WAS IN THE SHOP WITH HIS BROTHER, GRABBED A
MELON KNIFE FROM UNDER THE COUNTER AND RAN INTO THE MIDDLE OF THE
SHOP, INTENDING TO ATTACK THE MAN HOLDING THE REVOLVER.

HIS BROTHER, MR, YIP BOR-PING, SOUNDED THE BURGLAR ALARM,
PICKED UP A STOOL AND ALSO JOINED IN THE RESISTANCE.

THE ARMED ROBBER FIRED THREE SHOTS, ONE OF THEM HITTING MR.
YIP LONG=PING IN THE ABDOMEN, DURING THE MELEE HE ALSO MANAGED
TO WOUND THE GUNMAN IN THE HAND, BEFORE THEY ALL RAN FROM THE

PREMISES,

THOUGH WOUNDED, MR. YIP PERSUED ONE OF THEM ALONG CHEUNG SHA
WAN ROAD INTO APLIU STREET, BUT WAS NOT ABLE TO APPREHEND THE MAN
BECAUSE OF THE EFFECTS OF THE WOUND.,

FOUR MEN HAVE SINCE BEEN ARRESTED BY THE POLICE AND A .22
REVOLVER AND AMMUNITION RECOVERED. THEY HAVE ALL BEEN CHARGED
WITH VARIOUS OFFENCES.

MR, YIP WAS I[N HOSPITAL FOR OVER TWO WEEKS DURING WHICH TIME
A BULLET WAS REMOVED FROM HIS ABDOMEN, NO PERMANENT INCAPACITY IS
EXPECTED.

THE OTHER INCIDENT INVOLVING POLICE CONSTABLE LO Y IN=HOK
HAPPENED ON MARCH 24, 1976.

CONSTABLE LO, WHO JOINED THE FORCE IN JANUARY 1974, WAS ON
PATROL DUTY IN UNIFORM AT ABOUT 2 P,M, AT THE JUNCTION OF LOK SHAN
ROAD AND YUK YAT STREET WHEN HE WAS ATTACKED BY TwWO YOUNG MEN,

ONE GRABBED HIM AROUND THE NECK FROM BEHIND WHILE THE OTHER,

ARMED WITH A KNIFE, ATTACKED HIM FROM THE FRONT AND SEIZED HIS
REVOLVER, CUTTING THE LANYARD WITH THE KNIFE.

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DRAGON BOAT DINNER IN LONDON
® & ¥ *
The Honz Kong Association held a "Dragon Boat' dinner at
Savoy Hotel in London on Thursday (June 23) night.
HRH, the Duke of Kent was the guest of honour and spoke
at the dinner. Others who spoke were Dr. the Hon. Herry Fang and
Mr. John Swire, Chairmen of the Hong Kong Association.

The following is the full text of the Duke's speech:-

#Tf I had needed any encouragesent to :ccept your invitation

to come to this dinner I should have found it I think in the discovery

that this is your fourth Dragon Doat Dimner - a fact which

doubly" pleased to accept ot only do I have the happiest memories

of my own time in Hong Kong but I also as a former participant in one
of those dragon bost races have the clearest recollection of paddling
our boat - at least it started as paddling, but we finished by pushing
it, up to our necks in murky water, across Taipo Harbour.

WThat was 14 years ago but the impressions formed then are

as orystal sharp, as if it were last week. I assure you that you

have done me a great honour in inviting me to join such a distinguished

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group including & muuber of 'old China hands' this evening, and thus
giving me the chance to catch up with life in this last remaining
British Colony.

be a great year for reminiscing, or at least
for reviewing events of the last 25 years. I hope therefore you will

forgive me if I f in with the popular trend for a few moments to

reflect on what hes happened in Hong Kong over that time. It so

happens that my first visit to the colony was exactly 25 years ago

when as a very young man, in fact I was still at school, I was taxken

round the New Territories and shown with pride one of the first big
resettlement schemes in Kowloon which were then starting to be built
in order to house the large influx of population from China.

At thet time there were still fewer than a million people
in the colony - in fact you could look down from halfway up the peak
and actually see the harbour then -~ now you have to go to the top to
look over the skyscrapers - but the line on the graph was beginning
to shoot up and ti were meny who were convinced Hong Kong was about
to burst at the seams - that such numbers of people in such a smell
area could scarcely be housed, let alone fed, or given work.

#here uere gloomy prophesies of storvation, disease and of
violent revolution. As you know better than I do, the Jeremiahs were
confounded. Today, not only has the number of inhabitants multiplied
five times, but by dint of remerksble foresight, superb planning and
incredible human exertions this staggering number of people hes been
housed - some of the densest housing anywhere and this alone is
impressive enough (I could scércely believe the amount of building

that had saken place in the 10 years between my first and second
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visits) - industry of all kinds has flourished so that unemployment
is negligible, the standard of living is far higher than it was 25
years ago, with excellent schools, splendid hospitals and serviias
end all this has been brought about without serious social unrest or
conflict - apart from the brief outbreak of violence of 10 years ago
which was not a home-grown product.

"In short, hard work and the right environment have meant
that Hong Kong has long become accustomed to a rising level of
prosperity. Today, from all accounts the colony is thriving as few
other territories in the world are thriving - and that population
hasn't stopped growing yet.

"A1l this represents an achievement for which it is impossible
to think of a parsllel - even the Japanese performance does not equal
it. So in the jubilee year of 1977 it is not inappropriate to con-
gratulate the people and the Government of Hong Kong on their energyand
their enlightened policies which have achieved this rcmarkable record,
I don't doubt that if we examined that record we could find in it some
pretty useful lessons for ourselves.

"If I say that my own year in Hong Kong was not only one of
the happiest but unquestionably the most interesting of the life, I
feel certain this experience is by no means untypical. ©Such is the
beauty of the place, together with the unique atmosphere of constant
thriving activity, that Hong Kong cannot fail to make a deep impression
on anyone who spends any time there., I therefore find it enormously

stimulating to have this chance of renewing contacts with Hong Kong

friends, albeit on a rather different footing from that of 1963 when
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I was a serving soldier., The world of trade in which I now find myself
is fer removed from that of the army and in many ways it is at least
as mucih of a challenge, i Ot a.greater one, even thougi there are

welcome signs that our trading performance ie starting to improve. As

far as Hong Kong is concerned, her prosperity was of course founded on

trade and despite having negligible resources of her own she has
continued to amaze the world by the thrusting success of her business
enterprises.

"Like Britain she needs to export a high propcrtion of her
total output and in this has been remarkably successful - not only was
the total business between us grown threefold in six years, but in fact
from being a position of near equilibrium seven or eight vears ago the
trading balance has now tipped heavily in liong Kong's favour, We in
Hritaip must ruefully admit that our kim in Hong Kong seem to have the
edge over us at the moment in export terms.

"ilhat gives us even greater cause for concern however is that
the United Kingdom's share of the_Hong Kong market has declined over &
reriod of ten years or so from 11 per cemt to 5 per cent. There are
no doubt many excellent reasons why other countries have increased
their share at our expense but the evidence scems inescapable that
British exporters in general have failed to capitalise on what should

=

historipally have been a thoroughly favourable situation for them.

ot only had Hong Kong traditionally lookéd to Britein as
a major supplier but the goodwill towards us in the C&lony was
extensive, Unhappily if seems to n;ve been #nothef instance of the
familiar bogey -~ too easy a market breeding complacency, while more

agzresive salesmen from other countries make hay.
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attribute that Hong Kong is a 'captive' markel still
unfortunately persists among too many British firms who seem to think
they need not bother to sell to Hong Kong - that the customers will
come to them. How wrong they are. What is doubly sad is that the
potential is so plainly there., How many businessmen in this country
I wonder realise that Hong Kong is actuslly our second largest market
in the Far East, after Japan « here is a population of 4-1/2 million
taking about 200 million pounds worth of goods a year compared with

one in Japan of 113 million taking 350 million pounds.

"If we had 11 per cent of that market once, my bet is that

with a really determined effort it should not be beyond us to
recapture it. The auguries for 1977 do give us a little encouragement
in this direction - the first quarter of this year saw an improvement
of about 50 per cent in our exports compared with a year ago, which
is at least welcome, I only hope this trend can be maintained,
elthough I don't under-estimate the difficulty of clawing back
business from one's competitors.

"If there are promising signs of a new interest in the
Hong Kong market among British firms, undoubtedly our success in
winning some of the major contracts for the new underground railway
has been a big contributory factor. Participation in such a prestige
project is in itself a great .stimulus and can act as a catalyst for
marketing other goods and services.

The extremely rapid development to which I have referred
should be a magnet for British industry, especially on the capital

goods side, but here again I have the impression that there remains
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an amazing degree of ij ance among British industrialists as to

the opportunities Hong Kong offers. On the other side of the coin

there is no doubt a fair degree of ignnrance at the Hong Kong end

too of what Britain can make available, although that is probably

partly our fault, At eany rate we intend to try and correct that
state of affeirs - in a number of ways. The most spectacular 'is a
major exhibition of machinery and technology which the British
Overseas Trade Board plans to mount in Hong Kong in early 1978 -
and I am glad to say that the résponse to this plan so far has been
most encouraging. If it is at all possible I hope to'get to see
this exhibition myself.

"But there are other areas ton where we see great scope for
increased business. For instance only last month several important
missions from Hong Kong were received in London: from the Hong Kong
General Chamber of Commerce, the Hong Kong Shipowners Association and
from a representative group of industrial buyers. All three missions
have resulted in substantizl orders being placed and we look forward
to further visits of this kind - they will always be more than welcome.

"At the same time we do not overlook the equally essential -

perhaps even more essential - need to encourage British manufacturers

to visit the Colony, to see for themselves how well things are going
there and to get a peel of the market, This year our board will be
supporting some 200 British businessmen on visits to Hong Kong, as
members of trade missions covering a vast range of products from
heavy industrial equipment to many kinds of consumer items.

#In all this work of encouragement and promotion the British

Overseas Trade Board gets valuable help from several bodies, notably
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from nur hosts. tiie ASsociztion to whon we
grateful for all the helpful lisison and publicity
