HONG KONG WILL WITNESS THE SECOND MAJOR SET OF ELECTIONS OF THE
YEAR THIS SUNDAY, MAY 5, WITH THE ELECTION OF MEMBERS TO THE URBAN
COUNCIL AND REGIONAL COUNCIL, THE SECRETARY FOR CONSTITUTIONAL
AFFAIRS, MR MICHAEL SUEN, SAID TODAY (FRIDAY).

SPEAKING AT A PRESS CONFERENCE TO ANNOUNCE DETAILS OF THE
MUNICIPAL COUNCIL ELECTIONS, MR SUEN SAID 36 CANDIDATES WOULD BE
CONTESTING 14 SEATS IN THE URBAN COUNCIL AND 23 CANDIDATES WOULD BE
VYING FOR 11 SEATS IN THE REGIONAL COUNCIL.

"ADDITIONALLY, ONE CANDIDATE EACH HAS BEEN ELECTED UNCONTESTED
IN THE WONG TAI SIN NORTH CONSTITUENCY IN THE URBAN COUNCIL AREA, AND
THE NORTH CONSTITUENCY IN THE REGIONAL COUNCIIL, AREA," HE SAID.

MR SUEN NOTED THAT A RECORD OF SOME 1.7 MILLION REGISTERED
ELECTORS IN THE 25 CONTESTED CONSTITUENCIES WOULD BE ELIGIBLE TO VOTE.

"AS WITH THE DISTRICT BOARD ELECTIONS HELD EARLIER IN MARCH AND
THE COMING DIRECT ELECTIONS TO THE LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL IN SEPTEMBER,
THE MUNICIPAL COUNCIL ELECTIONS WILL BE HELD ON A SUNDAY.

"THE ARRANGEMENT 1S INTENDED TO FACILITATE REGISTERED ELECTORS
TO VOTE. FOR A GOOD PERCENTAGE OF THE PUBLIC, SUNDAY IS A HOLIDAY AND
THERE WILL BE PLENTY OF TIME FOR THEM TO EXERCISE THEIR RIGHT WHETHER
BEFORE OR AFTER THEIR LEISURE ACTIVITIES," HE SAID.

ALL 311 POLLING STATIONS THROUGHOUT THE TERRITORY WILL BE OPEN
FROM 7.30 AM UNTIL 10.30 PM. THE POLLING STATIONS ARE THE SAME AS THE
ONES USED FOR THE DISTRICT BOARD ELECTIONS AND ARE ALL SITUATED WITHIN
A SHORT DISTANCE OF THE ELECTORS' HOME.

"VOTING ITSELF ONLY TAKES ABOUT THREE MINUTES," MR SUEN SAID.
ON ARRIVAL AT THE DESIGNATED POLLING STATION, AN ELECTOR’'S STATUS
WOULD BE VERIFIED; HE WOULD BE GIVEN A BALLOT PAPER AND ALL HE HAS TO
DO 18 MARK A CROSS IN THE BOX AGAINST THE CANDIDATE OF HIS CHOICE,
FOLD THE BALLOT PAPER AND PUT IT IN THE BALLOT BOX.

"THE WHOLE PROCESS 1S QUICK AND SECRECY OF VOTING IS MAINTAINED
THROUGHOUT, "™ HE ADDED.

MR SUEN URGED ELECTORS TO BRING ALONG THEIR POLL CARDS AS THIS
WOULD SPEED UFP THE PROCESSING. "HOWEVER, IN CASE THE POLL CARDS HAVE
BEEN MISLAID OR ARE NOT ON HAND, 1 URGE VOTERS STILL TO GO TO THE
DESIGNATED STATIONS TO CAST THEIR VOTES. THE PRODUCTION OF THEIR

"SUPER SWEET CORN IS STILL THE FAVOURITE AMONG FARMERS, BUT
OTHER EXOTIC VEGETABLE VARIETIES, INCLUDING BUTTERHEAD, RED LETTUCE,
CHERRY TOMATO, RADISH, ENDIVE, FRENCH BEANS, AND MINI CUCUMBERS ARE
ALSO GROWN," MR HO ADDED.

HE SAID 48 FARMERS HAD SET ASIDE 5.5 HECTARES OF LAND FOR
GROWING EXOTIC VEGETABLES IN THE PRODUCTION PROGRAMME LAST AUTUMN.

"THE INCREASE IN THE NUMBER OF PARTICIPANTS AND THE ACREAGE OF
LAND USED FOR THE SPRING PRODUCTION SHOWS THAT MORE AND MORE FARMERS
ARE NOW CONVINCED OF THE MERITS OF GROWING EXOTIC VEGETABLES AND ARE
THUS WILLING TO GIVE IT A TRY.

"SOME OF THESE FARMERS HAVE JOINED THE SPRING PRODUCTION
PROGRAMME ORGANISED BY THE FEDERATION OF VEGETABLE MARKETING
CO-OPERATIVE SOCIETIES WITH AFD'S ASSISTANCE. OTHERS CHOOSE TO GROW
EXOTIC VEGETABLES ON THEIR OWN AFTER ACQUIRING THE GENERAL CONCEPT
AND SKILLS FROM AFD," MR HO SAID.

THE FARMERS' PRODUCE ARE ALL MARKETED THROUGH THE VEGETABLE
MARKETING ORGANISATION (VMO), A STATUTORY AND NON-PROFIT-MAKING PUBLIC
BODY RESPONSIBLE FOR MARKETILING LOCALLY-PRODUCED VEGETABLES.

THE EXOTIC VEGETABLES HAVE BEEN FETCHING GOOD PRICES BECAUSE
BUYERS OF HOTEL CATERERS AND SUPERMARKET CHAINS WERE IMPRESSED WITH
THEIR FRESHNESS AND GOOD QUALITY, ACCORDING TO SENIOR MANAGER OF THE
VMO, MR EDWARD LATL.

MR LAI SAID IN MARKETING THE EXOTIC VEGETABLES, THE VMO HAD
STARTED A TRIAL SCHEME IN MARCH THIS Y EAR TO ENSURE A STEADY SUPPLY
FOR BUYERS AND AT THE SAME TIME GUARANTEE A MARKET FOR GROWERS.

"FIRST OF ALl WE WOULD APPROACH BUYERS TO [IDENTIFY WHICH
VEGETABLE SPECIES ARE NEEDED AS WELL AS THE QUALTTY AND QUANTITY
WANTED. WE WOULD ALSO SEEK THE BUYERS’ ASSURANCE THAT THEY WOULD
PURCHASE FROM THE VMO LF THE VEGETABLES COULD BE MADE AVAILABLE IN
ACCORDANCE WITH THE SPECIFIED TERMS.

"WE THEN APPROACH EXPERIENCED FARMERS, TELL THEM OF THE BUYERS'
REQUIREMENTS , AND ASK THEM TO GROW THE IDENTIFIED VEGETABLE SPECIES,
BUT NO MORE THAN THE AMOUNT THE BUY FRS NEEDED TO AVOID WASTAGE. [N
SUCH CASES, THE CROP MAY HAVE TO BE STAGGERED TN ORDER TO KEEP UP A
STABLE SUPPLY WITHIN A CERTAIN PERIOD OF TIME," MR LAI EXPLAINED.

CURRENTLY, E1GHT VEGETABLE FARMERS WELL-VERSED WITH THEIR
