REGULATIONS BY THE GOVERNOR IN COUNCIL.

In exercise of the power conferred by section 3 of the

Hong Kong Police Reserve Ordinance, 1927, the Governor in
Council has made the following regulations—

REGULATIONS.

1. These regulations may be cited as the Hong Kong Police
Reserve (Amendment) Regulations, 1951, and shall be read as
one with the regulations made under the Special Police Reserve
Ordinance, 1941, and set forth at page ggg in Volume 111 of the
Regulatinns of Hong Kong (1937 Edition) hereinafter referred
in as the principal regulations.

In exercise of the power conferred by section 5 of the Public
Health (Food) Ordinance, the Urban Council has made the
