SPEAKING TO REPORTERS AFTER VISITING THE WHITEHEAD
DETENTION CENTRE FOR VIETNAMESE MIGRANTS, MR PATTEN SAID: "I THINK THE
WORLD RECOGNISES THAT NO COMMUNITY CAN BE EXPECTED TO ACCEPT ECONOMIC
MIGRANTS IN LARGE NUMBERS."

"I THINK THAT IT'S CLEAR TO EVERYONE THAT IT IS BEST FOR THOSE
WHO ARE PLAINLY ECONOMIC MIGRANTS TO RETURN TO VIETNAM AND TO MAKE A
LIFE FOR THEMSELVES THERE WITH THE FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE WHICH IS NOW
AVAILABLE AND UNDER THE PROTECTION OF THE UNHCR," HE SAID.

"PEOPLE HAVE TO RECOGNISE THAT THE ECONOMY 1IN VIETNAM IS
IMPROVING, I THINK THERE IS A GENERAL RECOGNITION OF THAT, AND THAT
THEIR LIVES ECONOMICALLY AND SOCIALLY WOULD BE FAR BETTER LIVED IN
VIETNAM THAN IN A CAMP LIKE THIS," HE ADDED.

WHEN ASKED TO COMMENT ABOUT THE AIRPORT TALKS, MR PATTEN SAID:
"WE’VE ASKED FOR A MEETING OF THE AIRPORT COMMITTEE NEXT WEEK. I'D
LIKE TO SEE IT TAKE PLACE ON WEDNESDAY, AT WHICH WE CAN RESPOND TO
THOSE PROPOSALS WHICH WE'RE AT PRESENT STUDYING VERY CLOSELY."

"AND WE WILL WANT TO RESPOND TO THEM AS CONSTRUCTIVELY AS
POSSIBLE, SO THAT WE CAN MAKE AS MUCH PROGRESS AS IS CONCEIVABLE," HE
SAID.

"I'VE SAID AGAIN AND AGAIN THAT I BELIEVE THAT THE PROBLEMS
WHICH ARE BEING DISCUSSED IN THE AIRPORT COMMITTEE ARE ALL WHOLLY
SOLVABLE, WHOLLY SOLUBLE, ON THEIR MERITS.

"I THINK WE COULD SORT THEM OUT ON THEIR MERITS WITH THE SORT

"I CAN'T IMAGINE THAT THERE CAN BE ANY DIFFICULTY ABOUT THAT
BECAUSE IT WILL AFTER ALL, BE US THAT IS RESPONDING TO CHINESE
PROPOSALS NOT THE OTHER WAY ROUND.

"WE'RE NEGOTIATING IN GOOD FAITH. AS YOU KNOW, FOR US THE ONLY
BOTTOM LINE IS TO GET THE BEST POSSIBLE PROJECT AT THE BEST POSSIBLE
COST. [ THINK THAT'S WHAT PEOPLE OF HONG KONG WOULD EXPECT OF US AND
IT'S IN THAT SENSE THAT WE'LL BE NEGOTIATING ON THEIR BEHALF," HE
ADDED.

JEARLIER, ACCOMPANIED
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EARLIER, ACCOMPANIED BY THE SECRETARY FOR SECURITY, MR
ALISTAIR ASPREY, AND THE ACTING REFUGEE CO-ORDINATOR, MR EDDY CHAN,

CENTRE, MR JASMINDER KANG, ON THE OPERATIONS OF THE CENTRE.

HE WAS TOLD THAT WHITEHEAD WAS THE LARGEST DETENTION CENTRE IN
THE TERRITORY, HAVING A CAPACITY OF 25,000, MANAGED BY THE
CORRECTIONAL SERVICES DEPARTMENT, IT CURRENTLY ACCOMMODATES 22,000
VIETNAMESE MIGRANTS.

APART FROM DORMITORIES, THERE ARE VARIOUS FACILITIES INCLUDING
SCHOOL COMPLEXES, CLINICS AND WORKSHOPS.

HE LEARNT THAT NON-GOVERNMENT ORGANISATIONS UNDER THE AUSPICES
OF THE UNITED NATIONS HIGH COMMISSIONER FOR REFUGEES (UNHCR) PROVIDED

HE WAS BRIEFED BY MR VAN LEEUWEN ON THE WORK OF THE UNHCR.
HE WAS TOLD THAT UNHCR PLAYED A VITAL ROLE IN THE CARE AND MAINTENANCE
OF ALL VIETNAMESE MIGRANTS IN HONG KONG.

HAVING TO BE REMOVED,

"ONLY THOSE OWNERS WHO DO NOT RESPOND TO THE ADVISORY LETTER
IN THE FIRST INSTANCE WILL BE SERVED STATUTORY REMOVAL ORDERS. SHOULD
AFFECTED OWNERS NOT COMPLY WITH THE ORDERS, THE STRUCTURES WILL THEN
BE DISMANTLED BY THE GOVERNMENT CONTRACTOR WITH THE COSTS INCURRED TO
BE RECOVERED FROM THE OWNERS,

"THE RESULT HAS BEEN ENCOURAGING AS ABOUT 55 PER CENT OF THE
OWNERS AND OCCUPIERS WERE CO-OPERATIVE.

THEY VOLUNTARILY REMOVED THE DANGEROUS PROJECTIONS WITHOUT
HAVING THE AUTHORITIES TO ISSUE THE REMOVAL ORDERS."

HOWEVER, IT HAS BEEN FOUND NECESSARY TO SERVE ABOUT 3,000
REMOVAL ORDERS ON UNCOOPERATIVE OWNERS.

HE SAID UNDER THE OPERATION BUILDINGS WERE MADE SAFE NOT ONLY
FOR THE RESIDENTS BUT ALSO FOR THE GENERAL PUBLIC AS MOST OF THE

THE FOUR BUILDINGS IN MONG KOK WHICH WERE INSPECTED TODAY ARE
ALL LOCATED WITHIN AN AREA BOUNDED BY MONG KOK ROAD, CHEUNG WONG ROAD,
