THE GOVERNOR, SIR EDWARD YQUDE WILL VISIT LONDON AGAIN EARLY
IN SEPTEMBER FOR FURTHER CONSULTATIONS ON THE PRIME MINISTER’S
VISIT TO THE FAR EAST.

THE GOVERNOR HAS INVITED FIVE UMELCO MEMBERS TO ACCOMPANY
HIM ON HIS VISIT. THE FIVE MEMBERS ARE: SIR S.Y. CHUNG, SENIOR
UNOFF ICIAL MEMBER OF THE EXECUTIVE COUNCIL, MR ROGERIO LOBO,
SENIOR UNOFF ICIAL MEMBER OF THE LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL, MR LI
FOOK-WO, MISS LYDIA DUNN AND MR CHAN KAM—-CHUEN.

THE GOVERNOR AND THE UNOFF ICIALS WILL TRAVEL TO LONDON OVER
THE WEEKEND OF SEPTEMBER 4-5 AND RETURN TOWARDS THE END OF THE
FOLLOWING WEEK. IT IS EXPECTED THAT AN APPOINTMENT WILL BE
ARRANGED FOR A CALL ON THE PRIME MINISTER AND OTHER MINISTERS.

DURING THE GOVERNOR’S ABSENCE, THE CHIEF SECRETARY, SIR PHILIP
HADDON=-CAVE, WILL BE THE ACTING GOVERNOR.

FOLLOWING THE ANNOUNCEMENT OF THE PRIME MINISTER’S VISIT,
EDITORS WILL PROBABLY LIKE TO KNOW THAT SPECIAL ARRANGEMENTS ARE
BE ING MADE FOR PRESS COVERAGE OF MRS THATCHER’S PROGRAMME.

DETAILS OF ARRANGEMENTS WILL BE ANNOUNCED NEARER THE TIME
WHEN THE PROGRAMME HAS BEEN F INAL ISED BUT THE PATTERN OF
ARRANGEMENTS WILL FOLLOW THOSE NORMALLY ORGANISED FOR VISITS
BY IMPORTANT PERSONAGES. IT WILL BE NECESSARY, FOR EXAMPLE, FOR
EDITORS TO NOMINATE REPORTERS AND/OR PHOTOGRAPHERS WHO WILL BE
ASS IGNED TO COVER PARTICULAR EVENTS.

FROM TOMORROW (THURSDAY), THE RATING AND VALUATION DEPARTMENT
WILL SEND SOME 650 00O FORMS fFURM R.1A) TO RATEPAYERS, REQUIRING
THEM TO FURNISH INFORMATION ON RENTS AND OTHER PARTICULARS OF THEIR
PROPERTY.

THE FORMS ARE IN CHINESE AND ENGL ISH AND MAY BE COMPLETED IN
EITHER LANGUAGE.

A SPOKESMAN FOR THE DEPARTMENT EXPLAINED THAT THE INFORMAT ION
WAS REQUIRED TO ASSIST THE DEPARTMENT IN DETERMINING UP-TO-DATE
RATEABLE VALUES.,

BUT HE STRESSED THAT, ALTHOUGH THE DEPARTMENT WOULD SPEND
CONS IDERABLE TIME OVER THE NEXT YEAR REVIEWING EXISTING RATEABLE
VALUES, NO DECISION HAS BEEN TAKEN AS TO WHETHER OR WHEN UPDATED
VALUES SHOULD TAKE EFFECT.

BEFORE NEW VALUATION LISTS CAN BE PREPARED AND BROUGHT INTO
EFFECT, IT IS NECESSARY FOR THE GOVERNOR TO GIVE A DIRECTION UNDER
THE RATING ORDINANCE. NO SUCH DIRECTION HAS BEEN GIVEN YET.

THE SPOKESMAN RECALLED THAT THE FINANCIAL SECRETARY, IN
A SPEECH IN JANUARY THIS YEAR, STATED THAT A REVALUATION WOULD
PROBABLY TAKE PLACE NOT EARLIER THAN 1984,

IT WAS EXPLAINED THAT THE UNDERLYING PURPOSE OF UPDATING
RATEABLE VALUES WAS TO TAKE ACCOUNT OF CHANGES IN RELATIVE VALUES
TO ENSURE THAT THE BURDEN OF RATES WAS EQUITABLY DISTRIBUTED.

SINCE THE LAST REVALUATION IN 1976, RENTALS, ON WHICH SUCH
VALUES ARE BASED, HAVE GENERALLY INCREASED.
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BUT THE INCREASES OFTEN DIFFER BETWEEN CLASSES OF PROPERTY AND
AREAS, DIFFERENCES WHICH MAY NOT BE REFLECTED IN CURRENT RATEABLE

VALUES.

A REVALUATION IS IN ITSELF NOT A REVENUE-RAISING EXERCISE, FOR
THE YIELD FROM RATES IS ESTABLISHED BY THE PERCENTAGE RATES, THE
SPOKESMAN EXPLAINED.

RATES FOR BOTH GOVERNMENT AND URBAN COUNCIL PURPOSES ARE SET
BY THE LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL WHICH DETERMINES WHAT THE PERCENTAGE
RATES SHOULD BE FOR ANY YEAR.

ALTHOUGH THERE WAS A CHANGE FOR 1982-83 IN THE PROPORTION OF
RATES ALLOCATED TO THE URBAN COUNCIL, THERE HAS BEEN NO CHANGE IN
THE TOTAL PERCENTAGE RATE IN THE URBAN AREAS SINCE 1977-78.

THE SPOKESMAN RECALLED THAT ON THE LAST TWO OCCASIONS WHEN
REVISED RATEABLE VALUES CAME INTO FORCE ON APRIL 1, 1973 AND
APRIL 1, 1977, THE INCREASED VALUES WERE LARGELY OFFSET BY
REDUCTIONS IN THE PERCENTAGE CHARGES SO THAT RATEPAYERS IN SOME
CASES FOUND THEMSELVES PAYING LESS THAN BEFORE.

THE SPOKESMAN URGED RATEPAYERS TO FURNISH CORRECT INFORMATION
AND RETURN THE FORMS TO THE DEPARTMENT WITHIN 21 DAYS,

FAILURE TO DO SO IS AN OFFENCE UNDER THE RATING ORDINANCE.

EARLIER THIS YEAR, REGULATIONS CONCERNING THE SAFE USE OF
ELECTRICITY AND PROTECTION OF WORKERS® HEARING IN A NOISY
ENVIRONMENT WERE ENACTED.

IN CONCLUS ION, MR KOTWALL NOTED: +WE STILL HAVE A LONG WAY TO
GO BEFORE EVERYONE IN INDUSTRY ACCEPTS HEALTH AND SAFETY PRECAUTIONS
AS A ROUTINE WAY OF LIFE. GREATER EFFORT AND CO-OPERATION ARE
STILL NEEDED IF THERE 1S TO BE A SIGNIFICANT REDUCTION IN THE
NUMBER OF INDUSTRIAL ACCIDENTS.+
