In +heir own interest and in the interest of the publioc, dog owners
are reminded of the importance of making sure that their dogs are properly
inoculated against rabies and also that the aninals are licensed.

A1l dogs must be licensed and inoculated on reaching the age of three
months. Dogs are licensed annually but are inoculated and tattooed once
every three years.

The licence fee is $10 and the same amount is charged for inoculation.
Fees are payable ot the centres set up for licensing and inoculation. These

centres will not be open on Sundays and general holidays.

The instrument has been develrped at the Establishment end is
knovn as the "Head-Up" systeme It is the develcpment of the primeiple
of the reflectcr gunsight. The essence of the system which has been
successfully flight tested is that vital information from the group of
cockpit instruments is superimposed in symbel form on a small instrument
in front of, and at the eye level of the pilct. It shows him when to
alter direction or height and warns him of the rate at which he does so,
as well as indicating to him the effect of his "stick movements" - all
without hin looking away from his windscreen.

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ROTOR BLADE SPECIALISTS PRODUCE NEW 4O H.P. QUTBOARD ENGINE

L-nden, Dece 30 ~ A new outboard engine - one of the largest to
be made in Britain — will be making its debut at the International Boat
Show which opens in London on January L.

It is a two stroke twin 40 H.P. engine and is being made by a firm
who are famous for their jet engine blades, hydraulic pit props and mctor
car propulsion shafts.

The firm which eiplcys 4,000 people and is part of the United
Kingdom's large Guest, Keen and Nettlefold Group, began work on the engine
two years ago, and after exhaustive tests on the seas, rivers and lakes
in all parts of Britain they are now ready to put it on to the market. It
can be used as & power plant for the big family bcats, cruisers, fishing
boats and speed boats.

There will be two standard units evailable at present — cne has an
electric atarter and battery charging equipment fitted and the other is
for manual starting, With tho sperting enthusiast in mind it is intended
to market shortly a specinlly hotted up version which will have twin
carburettcrss.

The engine is constructed mainly from aluminium alloy with a cne—
piece fibre glass cowling protecting the enginc and reducing engine ncise.
The finish is in a special water and corrosion proof enamel in ivory and
blacke The oylinder head and bleck are of cest aluminium allny and
are water cooled from s r tary pump driven by the main shafte The

induction system is ccrtrolled by reed velves which are installed in the

lower half of the orank case. Fuel is supplied from a remote tank by a

diaphragm operated pwhnp.

The transom bracket is attached to the unit by means of rubber
shock absorbers which stop any vibration and contribute further 'bo the
quiet smocth running of the units An sutomatio reverse locking device

is fitted to prevent the unit from rising when using reverse gears = L.P.Se
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
